Seamless 
editing allowed transitions to move the story forward with intentionality; Regardless of if 
the narrative track was recorded as part of the ordination ceremony or developed 
separately for use in the production, it captured the sense of awe, mystery, the call to 
humility and service in the spirit of Christðpart of the mandated messaging for the 
production; A non-stop music bed can become be irritant. In this case, however, the 
music interacted with the narration and ambient sound playing an important storytelling 
role, heightening the emotional impact of piece.
